There are 21 letters in Italian alphabet.

Although the same letters are shared by the English
alphabet, some are pronounced differently.

The letters j, k, w, x, and y are not normally found

in Italian, but they have become part of everyday
vocabulary thanks to the frequent use of words borrowed
from English and other languages: babysitter, check-in,
extra, jeans, kitesurf, trekking, web, and many more!

Subject pronouns (Italian: io, tu, lui / lei / Lei, noi, voi, loro;
English: I, you, he / she, we, you all, they) are words that
refer to a specific person or thing. They describe

who performs a particular action in a sentence.

For example:

lo sono la signora Martini. [l am Mrs. Martini.] Unlike the
English J, in Italian io is not capitalized unless

it is placed at the beginning of a sentence.

In English, we must always use subject pronouns,
otherwise the subject who performs the action would be
ambiguous. However, in Italian, pronouns are optional

since usually the verb form makes clear who the subject is.

Pronouns are mainly used for emphasis.

SINGULAR ADJECTIVE: NATIONALITIES

Adjectives are words that describe a noun (a person,

a place, an animal, or a thing).

Unlike in English, adjectives in Italian generally follow the
noun: uno studente italiano [an Italian student]

In English, adjectives are invariable and do not change
depending on who or what they describe. However,

in Italian, most adjectives are variable and change their
final vowel to agree in gender (masculine or feminine)
and number (singular or plural) with the noun they
describe. In grammar, this is called agreement.

In dictionaries and textbooks, adjectives are in the
masculine singular form, with two possible endings: -o
(italiano) or -e (inglese). Adjectives ending in -o, change
into -a for the feminine form. A masculine singular
adjective ending in -e maintains the same ending for the
feminine. For example:

Stefano e italiano.

Rosa é italiana.

Simon é inglese.

Jennifer é inglese.

Notice that Italian adjectives of nationality are not
capitalized.

VERBS: PRESENT TENSE

Verbs are words that indicate what a subject in a sentence
is doing. The dictionary form of a verb is called infinitive
and does not match any specific subject (essere [to be];
avere [to havel; andare [to go); fare [to do], etc.).
Conjugating a verb means changing its form to match the
subject (sono [I am]; sei [you are], etc.).

SINGULAR NOUNS

A noun is a word that identifies a person, an animal,

a place, or a thing. In ltalian, nouns have gender
(masculine or feminine). Usually Italian nouns ending in
-0 are masculine, and nouns ending in -a are feminine.
Some nouns ending in -e are masculine, while others are
feminine. To know the gender of these nouns, memorize
them, consult a dictionary or look for other elements in
the sentence (e.g. articles or adjectives) that may point you
in the right direction. Nouns ending in -zione are always
feminine (e.g. lezione, informazione).

As in English, Italian nouns can be singular or plural.

In English, nouns are pluralized by simply adding an s

to the singular (a student = two students | a car = two
cars) although there are special cases (a man = two men |
a mouse = two mice). To pluralize Italian nouns, we must
change the final vowel. To learn plural nouns, go to p. 64.

THE INDEFINITE ARTICLE

Articles are words that help identify which nouns are
discussed. Articles can be indefinite, meaning the noun
is an unspecified - or indefinite - member of a category:
a book, an essay; or definite, meaning we refer to the
specific - or definite - noun or nouns already understood
from context: the book (that we discussed this morning).

In both English and Italian, articles precede their nouns.
In Italian there are four indefinite articles: un, uno
(masculine) and una, un’ (feminine).

Un precedes most masculine nouns (un quaderno, un
dizionario) with uno used before masculine nouns starting
with an s+ consonant, z, y, or ps: uno studente, uno zaino,
uno yogurt, uno psicologo.

Una is used before feminine nouns (una lezione, una
scuola) and contracts to un’ before feminine nouns starting
with a vowel: un’agenda, un’isola, un’oasi.

FORMAL AND INFORMAL REGISTER

In Italian, there are two ways of addressing people:
informally and formally. Informal speech (with the
pronoun tu) is friendly and implies a degree of familiarity
and intimacy (as with partner, friends, family, peers,
colleagues). Formal Italian sounds more polite and implies
a sense of respect and distance
between the parties. Italians may speak formally
to an older person, to an acquaintance or to someone
in a position of authority (a CEO, a professor, a doctor).
To speak formally, use the pronoun Lei and the verb
in the third person singular.
See the examples:

Buongiorno, come si chiama?

[Good morning, what’s your name?]
» Enrico Perugini, e Lei?

[Enrico Perugini, and you?]

Caterina Tosi. E di Napoli?

[Caterina Tosi. Are you from Naples?]

What names do Italian parents give their children?

Are certain names more popular than others?

These questions and others are answered annually by The National
Institute of Statistics, or ISTAT.

Sofia, Aurora, Giulia, Emma, and Giorgia are consistently among
the most popular names for Italian girls. Francesco tops the list

of popular names for boys not only due to the election of Pope
Francis, but also because St. Francis of Assisi is the patron saint
of Italy, making it a beloved choice for Italian parents. Alessandro,
Leonardo, and Lorenzo are also commonly chosen names, while
Mattia has recently been gaining popularity.

Names are often associated with specific regions or popularized

by public figures. For instance, in Naples the footballer Diego
Armando Maradona has always had the hearts of Neapolitans, and
even after his death many have named their son Diego.

An Italian tradition still alive throughout the country dictates that
firstborn children should be named after their grandparents.

This can explain names that are reminiscent of the past, such as
Giuseppe, Amedeo, Elvira, Marisa, and Ferdinando. Historically, it
was also common in certain regions of Italy to name children after
their city’s patron saint, such as Rosalia for Palermo, Antonio in
Padova, or Gennaro in Naples.

Finally, certain names are closely associated with specific regions
in Italy. For instance, Ciro is a popular name in Campania,
meanwhile Lapo is a distinct name mostly found in the areas
surrounding Florence.
